                                                 BASIC PROVISIONS 

                                                          Article 1

                                                    Basic Provisions

(1) In conformance with the Act and internal instructions and norms of the Brno University of Technology (hereinafter BUT), the legislative abbreviations mentioned in the BUT Constitution are used in the Constitution of the Faculty of Fine Arts (hereinafter FFA).

(2) In conformance with the Act and the BUT Constitution, the Constitution of the FFA is an internal instruction of the FFA which is a part of BUT and which is described as follows (hereinafter the/this Constitution or the FFA Constitution):

a) name: Faculty of Fine Arts
b) full name: Faculty of Fine Arts of Brno University of Technology 

c) short name: BUT Faculty of Fine Arts or BUT FFA 

d) international name: Faculty of Fine Arts
e) legislative abbreviation of the faculty´s name in internal instructions and norms, as well as the abbreviation of the name for the internal and contextual use: BUT FFA or FFA
f) address: Rybářská 125/13/15/, 603 00 Brno
g) legal status: part of the public institution of higher education BUT
h)  foundation: on 1st January 1993, by the decision of the Academic Senate of BUT from 24th November 1992 and by the Decision of the Rector n. 73 after the approval of the Accreditation Commission of the Government of the Czech Republic.

i)  legal predecessor: Faculty of Fine Arts of Brno University of Technology by  virtue of Act no. 172/1990 Coll. on higher education institutions as amended by Act no. 216/1993 Coll.

j) internet domain: ffa.vutbr.cz
(3) The FFA symbols are listed in the Annex 1 of the BUT Constitution and they are

                                                          Article 2

                              Objectives and Long-term Orientation
(1) The teaching, science, research and development, artistic and other creative activities carried out at the BUT FFA have a long tradition and reflect the current development trends. All these disciplines include fine arts, as well as related interdisciplinary and boundary areas.

(2) Activities specified in Paragraph 1 come out of the FFA Mission Statement (see Section 27, Paragraph 1, Letter h) of the Act) and of its updated versions.

                                                          Article 3

                            Activities of the BUT FFA and Support of Activities 

     In conformance with Article 3 of the BUT Constitution, the FFA carries out:

(1) education:

a) in accredited study programs listed in Annex 2 of the BUT Constitution and more specifically in Annex 2 of the FFA Constitution

b) in life-long learning programs

(2) The teaching, science, research and development, artistic and other creative activities focusing mainly on classical disciplines of fine arts, on current tendencies and on experimental creation in the field of new technologies, design and environment.

(3) The complementary activities, particularly aimed at: 

a) the design and implementation of artworks in the field of fine arts and design  

b) consultancy in the area of fine arts and design

(4) Within its competencies and capacities, the FFA participates in activities and services defined by Article 3, Paragraph 4 of the BUT Constitution. Thus the FFA prepares conditions, supports and organizes other activities according to Article 3, Paragraph 5, serving particularly for the presentation of fine arts.

           Study Programs and Speciality Areas for Associated-Professorship and  

                                               Professorship Applicants  

(1) Study programs offered by BUT FFA are, together with requisites referred to in Section 17, Paragraph 2, Letter e) of the Act, and in conformance with the BUT Constitution, including their division in the fields of study, their characteristics and their combination (Section 44, Paragraph 2, Letter b) of the Act, listed in Annex 2 of the Constitution of the FFA. They are mentioned in the structure according to the type of the particular study program and according to the demands expressed in Article 4, Paragraph 4 of the BUT Constitution. 

(2) The BUT FFA is entitled to appoint associate professors and professors in the area of sculpture.

                                        BUT FFA Internal Regulations

(1) The internal regulations of the BUT FFA consist of directives listed in Section 33, Paragraph 2, Letters a), d) – f) of the Act.

(2) The FFA follows the Study and Examination Rules of BUT. Specifics are defined by the Dean´s instruction, approved by the FFA Academic Senate.

(3) The FFA follows the BUT Scholarship Rules. Specifics are defined by the Dean´s instruction, approved by the FFA Academic Senate.

(4) The FFA accepts the Disciplinary Rules for the BUT Students as its internal directive.

                                          BUT FFA Internal Standards

(1) The internal standards of the BUT FFA consist of:

a) steps or decisions which solve essential issues of the BUT FFA as a whole

b) directives referring particularly to methodical and organizational issues of the BUT FFA

c) instructions referring to partial or operational issues

(2) Internal standards namely deal with:

a) internal rules of financial management

b) organizational structure of the FFA and the position of its studios, depts. and places of work

c) detailed rules for the entrance proceedings and conditions for admissions according to Article 9 of this Constitution

d) information system of the FFA as a part of the information system of BUT

e) conditions and criteria of evaluation of activities in further reference to the conditions and criteria of BUT

f) documentation of study programs according to Annex 2 of this Constitution defined by Section 44, Paragraph 2 of the Act

g) use of the BUT FFA symbol

(3) In the extent of their competencies, defined by the law, by the BUT Constitution and by this Constitution, the internal standards of the FFA are released by:

a) Dean – in the extent defined by Paragraph 1, Letters a) – c) of this Constitution

b) Faculty Secretary – in the extent defined by Paragraph 1, Letters b) and c) of this constitution

                                                  Admission to Study

Admission to study is based on Article 7 of the BUT Constitution and the directive of the FFA which define the conditions for admission to study in the relevant academic year.

                                              Entrance Examination

(1) An entrance examination is defined by Article 8 of the BUT Constitution.

(2) As required  by Article 7, Paragraph 1, Letter a) of the BUT Constitution, the Dean of the FFA shall submit an application for the announcement without an entrance examination to the Rector after the consultation of the issue with the FFA Academic Senate.

(3) As required by Article 8, Paragraph 5 of the BUT Constitution, the conditions for the exemption from the entrance examination are set by the FFA´s directive, defining the conditions for admission to study at the FFA in the relevant academic year.

                    Admission Procedure Rules and Admission Requirements

       As required by the Act and Article 9 of the BUT Constitution, the detailed rules for admission procedures and the criteria for admission to a study program shall be stipulated by a guideline issued by the FFA. The guideline is updated yearly and published by the 30th July at the latest.

(1) The criteria for admission to study and conditions of study for international students are stipulated by Article 12, Paragraphs 1 and 2 of the BUT Constitution.

(2) In conformance with Article 12, Paragraph 3 of the BUT Constitution, the criteria for admission to study and conditions of study for international students shall be provided by the FFA´s guidelines.

The amounts charged for admission administration and other details are stipulated by Article 13 of the BUT Constitution.

The amounts of tuition fee and other details are stipulated by Article 14 of the BUT Constitution.

                                                          Article 16

                                                   BUT FFA Bodies

 The bodies of the BUT FFA are the bodies stipulated by the Act. Articles 16 to 21 of this constitution specify their competencies within the BUT FFA.

                                                          Article 17

                                             BUT FFA Academic Senate

(1) The status and competences of the FFA Academic Senate (hereinafter the FFA AS) are stipulated by Sections 26 and 27 of the Act.

(2) Membership in the FFA AS cannot be mandated.

(3) The FFA AS consists of representatives of the academic staff and students elected by and from the FFA academic community. The oath that each member of the FFA AS has to take is mentioned in Annex 3 of this Constitution.

(4) The FFA AS has 11 members – 7 members of the academic staff and 4 students. The election procedure, organizational structure and the procedure establishing the body is defined by the FFA AS Election and Procedure Rules.

(5) The FFA senators shall be elected for up to three years beginning on the day of the constitutive session of the FFA AS and ending on the day of the constitutive session of the next FFA AS elected or on the date on which the term in office is terminated for all the members of the FFA AS.

(6) The term in the office of a FFA senator shall begin on the day of the constitutive session of the FFA AS to which he or she has been elected or, in the case of a substitute or a senator elected in a by-election, on the day of the FFA AS session at which he or she enters office. The term in office of a FFA senator ends on the day on which the FFA AS of which he or she is a member is dissolved.

(7) During his or her term in office, a FFA senator may lose his or her office:

a) by ceasing to be a member of the academic community part he or she represents,

b) by resignation submitted in writing to the chair of the FFA AS,

c) by appointment to a post incompatible with the membership in the FFA AS.

    The place of a departing FFA senator shall be taken over by a substitute or, if no substitute is available, a new senator elected in by-election.

(8) The Dean´s Office shall provide administrative and material support for the activities of the FFA AS.

(9) The Dean and the Faculty Secretary shall provide the FFA AS with all the information needed for its activities.

(10) The competencies of the FFA AS are stipulated by Section 27, Paragraphs 1 and 2 of the Act.

                                                           Article 18

                                                           Dean

(1) The position of the Dean, his/her appointment and his/her removal from the office are stipulated by Section 28 of the Act.

(2) By virtue of Section 28, Paragraph 4 of the Act, the Dean:

a) shall decide as to the number of vice-deans and the scope of their competencies,

b) shall decide as to who shall be entitled to deputize fully for him/her,

c) in each particular case, shall grant his or her deputy a power of attorney.

(3) The Dean may further:

a) appoint and remove from office the Faculty Secretary and the heads of Faculty institutes, studios, sections, departments and other workplaces,

b) appoint employees who are entitled to financial transactions and may draw from particular accounts,

c)  appoint members of the Disciplinary Commission and make decisions upon the proposals provided by this Commission, 

d) propose members of the FFA Artistic Board (see Article 19 of this Constitution),

e) present to the FFA Artistic Board essential issues, standpoints and conclusions accepted or discussed by the BUT Scientific Board.

                                               BUT FFA Artistic Board  

(1) By virtue of Section 29 of the Act, the members of the FFA Artistic Board shall be appointed and removed from office by the Dean. When appointing the members of the FFA Artistic Board, the Dean shall ensure that all the FFA parts participating in the FFA mission are represented.

(2) The Dean may appoint permanent guests of the FFA Artistic Board. A permanent guest may attend the meetings of the FFA Artistic Board with an advisory vote.

(3) The membership of the FFA Artistic Board may be terminated:

a) if a member is removed from office,

b) if a member resigns his/her membership by announcing this to the Dean in writing.

(4) The activities of the FFA Artistic Board shall be governed by Section 30 of the Act.

                                                          Article 20

                                              Disciplinary Commission

(1) The establishment and activities of the Disciplinary Commission is stipulated by Section 31 of the Act.

(2) The Disciplinary Commission consists of 6 members. Three of its members are students representing BA, MA and doctoral studies.

(3) The term in office is two years.

(4) During his or her term in office, a member of the Disciplinary Commission may lose his or her office:

a) by removal from office,

b) by resignation submitted to the Dean in writing.

(5) The Disciplinary Commission follows the Disciplinary Code for BUT Students.

                                                          Article 21

                                                   Faculty Secretary

(1) The Faculty Secretary shall manage the budget and internal administration of the BUT FFA and act on behalf of the FFA within the authority given him or her by a measure issued by the Dean (by virtue of Section 32 of the Act and the Article 22 of the BUT Constitution).

(2) He or she shall be responsible to the Dean for the results of the management of the BUT assets in the administration of the FFA and for the correctness of the methods used.

(4) He or she shall draw up a budget of the FFA and its implementation and submit it to the Dean. He or she shall be responsible for the spending and shall submit to the Dean a monthly evaluation.

(5) In terms of economy and operation, he or she shall manage the heads of all FFA expense departments.

(6) In the event that a balanced budget of any FFA expense department might be endangered, the Faculty Secretary shall inform the Dean and submit to him/her a solution and draft measure to deal with such a situation.

(7) On the Bursar´s request, he or she shall submit all the available information about the spending of the FFA according to its organizational structure, as well as about the financial management of the assets consigned to the FFA´s administration.

                                                  BUT FFA Structure

(1) The BUT FFA is divided into the following workplaces:

a) studios (ateliers), independent creative units providing the tuition of the particular subjects of study

b) sections, providing the tuition of supplementary subjects

c) the Dean´s Office

(2) The FFA Academic Senate shall decide about the establishment, fusion, division or dissolution of the Faculty´s workplaces at the suggestion of the Dean after the discussion of the issue in the FFA Artistic Board.

                                                      Management

The FFA management shall consist of the Dean, the Faculty Secretary and other heads of the organizational units of the Faculty according to the decision of the Dean.

                                                           Article 24

                                  Advisory Committees and Task Forces

(1) Advisory committees shall be established to provide regular and long-term support of activities at the FFA.

(2) Task forces shall be established to deal with major ad hoc tasks.

(3) The Dean, the vice-deans and the Faculty Secretary within the scope of their respective authorities shall establish and chair such advisory committees and task forces. The chairperson of each such committee and task force shall decide as to the need of working out rules of procedure.

(4) The advisory committees include namely:

a) the Dean´s College consisting of the Dean, the vice-deans, the Faculty Secretary, the heads of studios and departments, the chairperson of the FFA AS, the representatives of students and other persons as decided by the Dean,

b) a conference attended by a vice-dean, the heads of both studios and sections, and other persons as decided by the vice-dean and the Dean,

c) a conference summoned by the Faculty Secretary if necessary,

d) the Committee for the Information System with members as appointed by the Dean,

e) the Building Committee with the following members: the vice-dean for building and construction, the Faculty Secretary, the head of the operations department and other persons as appointed by the Dean; the chairperson is appointed by the Dean.

                                                          Article 25

                           Deciding, Acting and Signing On Behalf of the BUT FFA

(1) The following persons shall decide on behalf the FFA, be authorized to perform all the legal acts conforming with the law on behalf of the FFA, and represent the FFA when dealing with third parties:

a) the Dean within the scope given by law, the BUT Constitution and this Constitution,

b) a vice-dean within the scope determined by the Dean,

c) the Faculty Secretary within the scope given by the law, the BUT Constitution and this Constitution.

Another person shall be authorized to act and perform legal transactions on behalf of the FFA  solely by a power of attorney or by authority granted by the persons listed under Paragraph 1.

(2) The Dean may internally modify the obligations of persons acting on behalf of the BUT FFA.

(3) An authorized person signing on behalf of the FFA shall set his or her hand unto the name of the FFA, affixing the FFA seal.

                                                           Article 26

                                                           Budget

(1) By the end of each calendar year that precedes the year for which a budget is to be set up, the Dean shall submit budget rules for approval by the FFA AS. These rules follow the FFA Mission Statement.

(2) In the event that the FFA AS does not approve the FFA budget submitted by the Dean including the changes and amendments to the budget proposal as mutually approved, the Dean shall submit a new budget proposal within 30 days. Until the budget proposal is approved by the FFA AS, the original proposal decreased by 10 per cent in all items shall be followed.

(3) The increased profit and /or the balances of a reserve fund, reproduction fund, assets fund, scholarship fund, and bonus fund allotted to the FFA, are the parts of the budget by virtue of Paragraph 2.

(4) In the event that an expense department of the FFA fails to maintain a balanced budget resulting in a loss as evidenced by the annual profit and loss statement, the Dean shall propose to the FFA AS a sanction for approval.

                                               Assets and Management

(1) The FFA manages the BUT assets that have been entrusted to it for management by the Rector´s decision. The internal management is supplied by the Dean´s decision.

(2) The Faculty Secretary and other persons appointed by the Dean are responsible to the Dean for proper management and reasonable spending.

(3) At least once a month, an audit shall be carried out of the management of all expense departments by the Faculty Secretary.

                                                   Evaluation Content

(1) The regular evaluation of the FFA activities shall extend to:

a) the quality of the teaching, research, development, artistic and other creative activities,

b) the quality of the academic, democratic and self-administration environment,

c) the quality of the activities carried out by members of the academic community, by managers and other employees,

d) the profitability and efficient functioning.

(2) The quality mentioned under Paragraph 1 shall be judged:

a) with respect to the FFA Mission Statement and its implementation,

b) while comparing the results with those of other domestic and foreign institutions of higher education,

c) while taking into consideration the appreciation and interest expressed by the public.

(3) The quality mentioned under Paragraph 1 is expressed by the set of criteria created and developed at the FFA with respect to the criteria used within art institutions of higher education in the Czech Republic and abroad.

                                                   Evaluation Forms

An internal evaluation as specified under Article 30 of the FFA Constitution shall take place with respect to Article 31 of the BUT Constitution.

(2) The officials among the academics at all levels and teachers of students shall enable such members to take part in meetings and to fulfill their missions in such bodies and boards.

                                    Specification of Academic Symbols

The BUT FFA academic symbols consist of insignia, gowns, a seal, fanfares and a logo.

                                                          Article 2

                                            BUT FFA Insignia

(1) The BUT FFA insignia consist of a scepter and buckles used by the Dean and vice-deans.

(2) Scepter

Its shape comes out from the concept of a vertical line crossing a horizontal line, representing thus the crossing of intellectual and intuitive principles. At the top of the golden vertical line there is crystal – the purest and most powerful of all stones.

Material: gilded brass, silver, crystal, ash wood.

(3) Buckles used by the Dean and vice-deans

Ceremonial buckles used by the Dean and vice-deans have a circular shape derived from the artistic subjects of the Great Moravian Empire. On the them, there are inscriptions “Faculty of Fine Arts – BUT”.

Material: silver, gilded silver, lapis lazuli. The diameter of the buckle used by the Dean is 140 mm. The diameter of those used by vice-deans is 110 mm.

The buckles take over the role of a chain and are hanged on the cotton gown hem.

(4) The BUT FFA insignia were designed by Lucie Nepasická. Apart from the Smith´s Workshop of the Academy of Arts, Architecture and Design in Prague, the following firms participated in its production: Soluna Praha, Truhlář & Patka, Radost, Broušení kamenů – p. Haken.

                                                  BUT FFA Gowns

(1) During academic ceremonies at the BUT FFA, the gowns of the Dean, vice-deans, the Faculty Secretary and the Beadle are used.

(2) All the gowns have a shape of long blue woolen coats with shawl collars and dark gray cotton hems. The Dean´s shawl collar has a silvery faille. The gowns are supplemented with gray cotton hats of spiral shape. The Dean´s hat is trimmed with a thin golden purfle.

                                                    BUT FFA Seal

(1) The seal (stamp) consists of a small national emblem around which there is a round inscription “Brno University of Technology” and “Faculty of Fine Arts”.

(2) The seal (stamp) shall be used for marking official documents, certifying both important facts and information, and delegating authority or responsibilities within the FFA´s competence. The diameter of the seal may be 20.25 or 36 mm. It is made of rubber and when stamping, the black marking ink is used. This seal must not be used for ordinary correspondence. The Faculty may have more seals (stamps) but they must have a serial number, must be officially registered and their use shall be defined by the Dean.

                                    Limits to the Use of BUT FFA Symbols

(1) It is not possible to use the FFA symbols in such cases when its use might decrease a traditional dignity of the FFA or its position in society. For example, such a case may mean its use on buildings or halls with respect to their inappropriate condition and function, or in documents or other written documents.

                             Addressing Academic Dignitaries

The following traditional addresses in Latin language are used when addressing academic dignitaries:

a) The Rector is addressed as “Your Magnificence”.

b) A vice-rector is addressed as “Honorabilis”. In case a vice-rector deputizes for the Rector, he is addressed as “Your Magnificence”.

c) The Dean is addressed as “Spectabilis”.

d) A vice-dean is addressed as “Honorabilis”. In case a vice-dean deputizes for the Dean, he is addressed as “Spectabilis”.

e) A Beadle is addressed as “Honorabilis”.
